 What is a Rip Current? 
A rip current, sometimes referred to as a rip, is a moving 
current of water, sometimes strong or fast flowing. It will usually 
start near the shoreline and flow away from the beach. It may 
feel like you are in a fast moving flow of water, like being in a 
river or you may not notice it at all. 

 
The above shows how a rip current generally works with the 
orange area showing the water moving in towards the beach 
through waves and the purple area showing how the water 
moves back out to sea away.
